BABBOOR KAMME SEVA SAMITHI, BANGALORE ('the TRUST') was incorporated on
12 THJULY 1934 as a Society under Societies Registration Act of 1860.

A. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

a. RevenueRecognition

1. Life Membership Feesreceived is creditedto corpus Fund. This practice has been
followed by the Association consistently from the past.

Admission Fee charged is recognized asincome in the year of receipt.

Interest on Term Deposits held asinvestments is recognized on accrual basis.
Interest on tax refundsisaccounted on receipt basis.

Rent from Samudaya Bhavana is treated as revenue, on occurring of event for
whichitis booked for.

e WwWN

b. Expenses

All expenses are accounted on accrual basis to the extent they are ascertained
forthe period.

c. Fixed Assets

The fixed assets which are held for use for administrative purposes and which
are expected to be used for more than a period of twelve months have been
capitalized at acquisition cost, with all identifiable expenditure incurred to make the
asset fitforuse. These assets are stated at cost less depreciation to date.

And, the cost of an item of fixed asset is recognized as an asset if, and only if:

1. Itis probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to
the enterprises; and

2. Thecostoftheitemcanbe measuredreliably.
d. Depreciation

Depreciation has been provided on the fixed assets except land on Written
Down Value basis in accordance with the rates prescribed under Income Tax Act,
1961. To the extent of Depreciation amount provided on Assets which are related to
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specific Assets Fund, the depreciation amount is reduced from the related Assets
Fund and credited to Income as 'depreciation withdrawn'

e. Inventory

The Association has a policy to value the stock of Hostel Mess items and other
materials at lower of cost or net realizable value.

f. Investments

The Currentinvestmentsin the nature of Term Deposits with Banks are valued at
cost plus accrued interest thereon is recognized based on Bank certificate as at the
end of the financial year.

g. IncomeTax

The Association is registered under Section 12A(a) of the Income Tax Act, 1961.
The provision for Income Tax is recognized according to the provisions of Section 11
and 12 of the Income Tax Act, 1961.

h. Impairment of Assets

The carrying amounts of assets are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date. If there
is any indication of impairment based on internal/external factors, an impairment
loss is recognized wherever the carrying amount of an asset exceed its recoverable
amount.

i. Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets

A provision is recognized when the Association has present obligation as a result
of past event; it is probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle
obligations, in respect of which areliable estimate can be made.

Contingent Liabilities, if any, not provided for are disclosed by way of Notes.
Contingent assets are neither recognized nor disclosed.

Municipal tax for boys hostel is paid by tenant for entire premises; no provision is
made in books, and Samithi's liability is unascertainable.

New Ladies Hostel Building in Jayanagar is being constructed by Samithiis in final
stages of completion as on the date of Balance Sheet and the expenditure
incurred during the year amounting to Rs. 148,49,239 ( Pr Yr 1,20,49,812) is
carried in books as capital work in progress and is treated as 'application of
Income' during this financial year( AY 2023-24) for Income tax purposes.

The Samithi (Society) is registered under Section 12A(a) of the Income Tax Act,
1961. During the year the Samithi's accumulated income is not in excess of 15%
(after considering Capital WIP as application of income), and the surplus is
deposited in the Bank as per the provisions of section 11(2) of the Income Tax
Act, 1961 and has to be informed to the Income tax department in the
prescribed format; No provision has been made towards income tax; and
however, tax liability if any will be provided as and when determined.

In compliance with the resolution passed in the AGM for F Y 2018-19 held on
13.10.2019 resolving to move all the FD amounts from various banks to SBI, the
Samthi prematurely closed all the Fixed deposits accounts held in Central Bank
and received proceeds of closed FDs aggregating to Rs. 3,50,16,308 in the year
2020-21 resulting in a net short receipt being reduction in the total FD proceeds
by Rs. 25,62,515 on account of premature closure; and the same was treated as
'interestloss' and reduced from interestincome in FY2020-21.

However, on detailed scrutiny of accounts and reconciliation of closed FD
receipts & the total proceeds received from CBI and serious deliberations &
follow up with the bank towards short receipts/ loss of interest, it has come to
light that the Bank was actually holding back Rs.21,10,718 in BKSS account being
amount aggregating to two FDs plus accrued interest and the same is received
backon 17/01/2023.

As the shortfall of receipt in 2020-21 was reduced from interest income in that
year, in order to rectify the omission, the receipt of Rs.21,10,718 is recognized as
Interest Income of FY 2022-23

Consequent to dispute and litigation between the Donor Sri Gundu Rao and the
donors family members and legal issues with regard to Vijaynagar Land/site, the
Samithi has passed a resolution in the Special General body Meeting held on
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19/03/2023, resolving to return back the Vijaynagar Land to the Donor with the
condition that the cost & expenses incurred by Samithi in relation to said
land/site be reimbursedin full.

On mutual understanding, it was agreed that in consideration of return of Land,
the donor would reimburse a lump sum amount of Rs. 80 lakhs towards
reimbursement of all expenses incurred by Samithi towards registration,
incidentals, monthly maintenance, housekeeping, security expenses etc; and
accordingly, the Samithi has received the reimbursement of lump sum amount
of Rs. 80 lakhs on 10/04/2023 (FY 2023-24) and it would account appropriately in
FY 2023-24.

Accordingly, no accounting treatment is carried out in the books as on
31/03/2023 (FY2022-23).

MAJOR VARIATION IN INCOME / EXPENDITURE 2022-2023

WHEN COMPARED TO 21-22

1. Rent: (Income and Expenditure)

During the year 2022-2023, Rs.23,72,407 more has been received. This
is mainly due to the increase in rent (As per the agreement) from
Rs.8,33,000/- p.m. to Rs.11,96,000/ p.m. w.e.f. Nov. 2022. This year
additional income is due to car parking rent from M/s. Jain w.e.f. Nov’2022 at
Rs.45,000/-p.m.

2. HostelMess:

There is an increase of around Rs.6,00,000/- w.r.t. last year expenses.
This is due to increase in prices in provisions, Milk, Curd & Vegetables. No. of
students admitted also will contribute to the rise in expenditure.

3. EstablishmentExpenses:

The increase is around Rs.1,00,000/-. This is mainly due to the
appointment of cook Mr. ShekaratRs.30,000/- p.m.w.e.t. 8th Dec’2022.

4. Water /Electricity Expenses:

This has increased by Rs.6,58,000/-Mainly due to Prorata Charges
levied by BWSSB on New Hostel Building at commercial rate.

5. Financial Assistance / 0.A.P.:

73 Members have been given OAP. Out of this 11 are destitute
women/widows. Reduction in expenditure this year, because all are not given
Rs.3000/- p.m. The actual amount to an individual pensioner varies based on
any financial assistance from Govt. received by him /her.
